Abstract; This article argues that the predicaments of nation — state building in
Nigeria have their roots in British colonial rule and national independence move-
ment; the complicated ethnic/religious issues and external influences exert more un-
certainties, making regional nationalism more popular than national integration. As a
basic principle to curb ethnic regionalism and promote national unity, the Federal
Character Principle is of positive importance to nation — state building in Nigeria. Its
core spirit, in the form of constitutional clause or unwritten agreement, profoundly
influences Nigerian politics. However, owing to flaws of this principle and the com-
plexity of nation — state building itself, the effectiveness of this principle is to be
tested in Nigeria’ s nation — state building, which needs other impetuses as well.
