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Social Responsibility for Multinational Oil Companies

and Sustainable Development in Nigeria

Abstract: Social responsibility for multinationals is a dynamic concept, whose
meaning and forms have been changing with social development and will continue to
evolve. The concept of Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) was initially aimed at
finding the best way for business and society development in parallel. Deficiency of
multinational oil companies in fulfilling social responsibility in Nigeria has been a major
source of conflict between local communities and multinational oil companies. In
comparison to the huge profits from oil production, the investment of multinational oil
companies in social responsibility seems insignificant, not enough to cover the damage
caused by oil production activities to local environment, social and economic
development. Multinational oil companies in Nigeria have been using a defensive strategy
in social responsibility issues, rather than actively promoting strategic CSR. They paid
little attention to planning community development projects addressing real concern and
macro issues, while spending more in short — term benefit plans, failing to promote
sustainable community development in Nigeria fundamentally.
