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A Study on Refugee Issue and Refugee Law
Reform in Turkey

Abstract; Turkey has veritably become a refugee transiting and hosting country
due to its location that straddles Eurasia and abuts the turbulent Middle East and
countries of refugee resource. The pressure of refugees swarming into Turkey is
becoming even more serious in recent years. Turkey has been applying for joining the
European Union (EU) , and will become the Southwest portal of EU if it succeeds.
The accession negotiation requires that the system of Turkey’s refugee law be in
consistent with the relevant EU legislation. On the one hand, Turkey must establish
sophisticated refugee protection system to fulfill the standards of human rights
protection of EU as soon as possible; on the other hand, Turkey should protect its
economic order and social security from the negative impact of massive refugees.
How to find a way out of the dilemma is the key tusk of the refugee law reform in
Turkey in that it will not only directly influence the refugees in Turkey, but also
might provide helpful experiences on solving international refugee problems.
