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The Causes of Syria Crisis and Its Political Scenes
in the Future

Abstract: Conflict in Syria is intensifying and increasingly falling into the civil
war since the crisis broke out in the country. To some extent, the crisis is a result of
foreign factors, but the main reason is the defects of Syria’ s internal and foreign af-
fairs. The economic and political reforms implemented by Bashar al — Asad not only
fail to save Ba’ ath regime, but sharpen the social conflict and weaken the founda-
tion of the regime. There’ s a political conductibility in Syria which comes from Arab
political identification. Syria is isolated by Western and Gulf countries owing to its
pro — Iran foreign policy. Political scenes of Syria are likely to go to fragmentation in
the long run, and there will be no political faction can monopolize the pow-
er. Conflicts between Islam and secularism, federalism and unitary system, and the
Kurdish issue will happen among political factions in Syria. The future of Syria not
only depends on whether Syria can create a political system based on its national con-
ditions and national reconciliation, but also depends on the role of international

community.
