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On the Palestinian Right of Establishing State
and Its Implementation

Abstract; As a nationality having the right to national self — determination,
Palestine has inalienable legal right to establish sovereign state. In this process, the
Palestine Liberation Organization expresses Palestinian people”’ s claim to establish a
sovereign state and takes part in international connections independently as the only
legal representative of Palestinian people in international community. Palestinian Na-
tional Authority governs the occupied territories as municipal government elected by
Palestinian people. Both exercise some functions of a state respectively. However,
Palestine’ s sovereign rights are restricted. Iis interior rights of jurisdiction and ex-
ternal rights in foreign relations are restricted by the treaties between Palestine and
Israel. The subjects of powers are not unified. The Palestine Liberation Organization
and Palestinian National Authority are differed from each other legally, and the West
Bank of Jordan River and Gaza Strip are controlled by different political persua-
sion. All these hinder Palestine to be a sovereign state under international
law. Palestine is now in transition period or critical state between nation and state.
